My favourite quilt block pattern is the Cathedral Window. | use three different techniques for my small projects:

Quilters

1) traditional technique using two squares that are folded into two smaller squares Courtcpointiéres

and joined together (photo attached: Tree ornament) CANADIENNES

2) four patches with two folded squares attached on the diagonal to each patch and then sewn together to
make a four patch. Another patch is attached to the window space and the folded edge of each square is
appliqued over the patch creating the window. (photo attached: needle case)

3) two "one seam flying geese" sewn together to create a window (photo
attached: Xmas windows) This my own design using the one seam flying
geese technique.
