Traditionally I baked lots for the  

season at least seven kinds of cookies, (my mother picked up the Swed-

ish tradition of having to have at least seven goodies to offer company 

with coffee and passed the habit onto me) and a number of cakes includ-

ing Christmas cake. In my family the season extends until January 6th, 

so a good quantity is imperative. My specialty had been wafer thin gin-

gerbread cookies in star, tree and animal shapes and of course Ginger-

bread men. The recipe for the gingerbread used 1.5 kg of flour so you 

can imagine how many I made.  These I would wrap and give as gifts to 

neighbours, friends and family. But my kitchen is now gluten free and I 

have yet to find substitutes that satisfy me. I could almost cry thinking of 

the Christmas Saffron buns that I can no longer eat. But I shouldn’t com-

plain. It’s a small price to pay for good health. So my personal challenge 

is to find new baked goods that will rival the previous ones and thus  

create new traditions while hoping my family will like them as well. If 

they miss the old they will just have to learn to bake them themselves, 

but not in my kitchen.  
   

To get yourself into the holiday mood, join us as the Quilt Guild contin-

ues its tradition of the December social.  A-M are to bring food and the 

other half of the alphabet brings a monetary donation for the Food Bank.  

Also bring a little extra cash for the chair sale and a bit for a bag auction.  

This time there will be coffee and tea. 
   

Enjoy all your preparations, add something new to become a tradition 

and have fun with family and friends and don’t forget to take a breath 

and relax.
